Submarine On Board Training (SOBT) Program

The NAVSEA SOBT Program is managed and funded by NAVSEA 92L1.  CNO N779 is the SOBT Program Sponsor and provides overall policy, guidance, and coordination for program goals.  Refer to OPNAVINST 1540.41 Series.  Naval Submarine School (NAVSUBSCOL) Code N9, formerly Commander, Submarine Group Two N74 in Groton, CT serves as the SOBT agent for the Submarine Forces, Atlantic and Pacific.

Recommended SOBT requirements are gathered throughout the year by NAVSUBSCOL N9 from numerous sources--SOBT product Feedback Reports, SOBT ID forms, meetings, training groups, letters, etc.  In addition, SEA 92L1 formally solicits the identification of potential SOBT products from NAVSEA codes and field activities on an annual basis.  Depending on the source of funding, these forms are used by NAVSUBSCOL N9 for either funding consideration or for information and planning.  

Recommended SOBT requirements for which there are no procurement funding lines are forwarded to the TYCOMs for review and prioritization.  Approved requirements are supported by CNO through the budgetary process and funded by SEA 92L1.  Requirements that support new system introductions or changes are funded out of the program manager’s procurement account as part of the acquisition of a new equipment, system, subsystem or modification.  These requirements should be identified in their respective Navy Training System Plan and developed to meet the requirements of the SOBT Program.  A SOBT ID form is completed for these products also and provided to NAVSUBSCOL N9 for information and planning purposes.  SOBT products funded out of the procurement accounts are not part of the prioritization that takes place by the TYCOMs and NAVSUBSCOL N9.
